Sheshach. Babylon The prophet here uses a cipher that
substitutes the last letter of the alphabet forfitsg, the last but

one for the second, etc.

The name Sheshach” means Babylon. This was a code name
derived by replacing the letters at the front & #iphabet with

their corresponding letters counting from the back.
